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KCC Minutes of Meeting held on 20th June 2023 in North Kessock at 6pm

1. Welcome, Attendance & Apologies

2. Previous Minutes - Approved by BA and Seconded by HB  
Joe Lindsay asked for it to be noted that Simon Cole-Hamilton organised the clean-up of the encampment not him. Subsequently informed the organiser was Ben Perry. 
Joe also requested draft minutes to be published on the website – The chair agreed to discuss again but highlighted that a prior decision had been not to publish until adopted.

3. Matters Arising: (not covered in the agenda) 
· Heat & Eat Grant - Pizza Kits distributed to all children in Munlochy and North Kessock schools.
· Caravans in NK Southbound Layby: An objection to their removal lodged by the caravan owner. 

4. Finance – Monthly report circulated.  Current working balance of £987.28  

5. Information from the Police –   Circulated

6. Planning:   No objections received.  

7. Outstanding Actions, projects and current responsibilities. 
· Community development Project Munlochy (Old Tennis Courts): Ongoing
· Welcome sign NK:  Leaflet to be delivered as soon as possible. This will form part of the summer newsletter.
· A9 Northbound NK Lay-by:  Still awaiting further information regarding the proposed chemical waste disposal unit.  Cllr McCallum scheduled to attend a special Council meeting to discuss the matter.
New measures have been implemented by THC to stop unauthorised overnight camping. 
· Volunteer Register:  Discussion held on the purpose of the register and as to how it will be set up and managed.  KCC confirmed their remit is only to co-ordinate implementation of a suitable system and at present are working closely with NKVH to explore the feasibility of tying into their group events calendar.  NKVH are currently sourcing a suitable app for the process. 
· Junior Art Competition - Underpass NK:  Workshops organised for 10th to 14th July with local spray paint artist.   Drawings to be collected from S1 & S2 and P7 pupils for judging after the 27th June.                                              
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8. Road Report:
The Chair was pleased to announce that road repairs are happening in the area and that dropped kerbs had been installed in NK.  He hoped the 20 mph signs will be in place shortly. 
Voluntary Parking Meters NK: A lengthy discussion was held on the recent installation of voluntary parking meters in the car park, part of a programme that is being rolled out across the Highlands.  
Tom Wall informed all that a member of the public had been told by Highland Council roads department that the Community Council had been notified of the installation and asked to consult with the Community.  
The chair strongly denied the statement.  He confirmed KCC had received correspondence relating to the installation but at no time were asked to hold a consultation.  This statement was endorsed by Cllr MacCallum.   She added that funds from the machines will be used for maintenance of the car park and the surplus reinvested into the village. It would be a 50/50 split. 
Concern was also raised about vehicles now parking on the grass verge rather than in the car park.  Cllr MacCallum took note.

9. Torgorm:
· Community Services:  The chair publicly thanked the Supervisors of the Service for their ongoing support in keeping the area neat and tidy. 
· Request for Volunteers:  Once again, an appeal was made for volunteer help, especially with the flower tubs and completion of the Sensory Garden.  A thank you given to volunteer Sandy McLure who has quietly toiled many hours since the onset. 
· Wildflower Patch: Praise given to Marcia and team for the creation and maintenance of the patch.  

10. Correspondence:  Circulated.  

11. AOCB
· North Kessock entrance off the A9: Request made for Highland Council to tidy up the triangle area that sits at the end of the slip road and the start of the entrance and for the grass to be cut.  The chair suggested a group of volunteers meet with strimming machines to assist with the grass. 
· Attracting volunteers for the community gardens: A discussion was held on ways of attracting volunteer help at Torgorm and at the Seaside Garden.   It concluded that posters should be displayed on public notice boards as well as social media. 
· Small areas of grass and Woodland NK:  The chair informed that a meeting has yet to be arranged with the landowner to discuss his proposals and once it has taken place the community will be notified accordingly.    He went on to say that the land owner had indicated to KCC, some time ago, that he would like to grant the land to the Community.
· NK Car Park space for trailers: TW informed that rules are not being adhered to as a boat on a trailer has been parked in one of the spaces for almost a year.   Cllr MacCallum to investigate. 
· Rowing Club Skiff:  JP asked why the skiff had been given a disabled space.  She was advised it was not a disabled space and that it was Highland Council’s decision as it is their car park.
· Dropped Kerbs NK:  Paul Ovenstone thanked KCC and Cllr MacCallum for their prompt action in ensuring installation throughout the village.
